This week BBC Teach Ten pieces lesson at home features Joseph Bologne Chevalier de Saint-Georges, a very interesting and little heard of composer from the 18th Century. He was the first Classical composer of African ancestry who moved to Paris aged 13 with his father (a wealthy trader from Guadeloupe) and his mother (a slave whose family was from Africa). Listen to the report about his life and to the Allegro (fast) section from his Symphony No1. Joseph was a remarkable man who became a celebrity for his musical and sporting accomplishments. 
If after listening to this you would like to take the challenge which is to write and present a news story about Joseph Bologne’s life and achievements. You may then (with parental permission) upload it to the website to go in the BBC showcase!

As well as the LMT music lessons you may have noticed there are additional lessons which are set by me and you can choose to do whichever and however many you wish!

In 1924 jazz and blues burst into the world of the classical orchestra thanks to trailblazer George Gershwin, who composed music full of the energy and playfulness of New York City in the 1920s.
We visit BBC ten pieces to learn all about George Gershwin. Packed with Gershwin’s own dazzling piano solos, Rhapsody in Blue has become one of the most famous orchestral pieces of all time. You might recognise parts of this piece. At the end of our music letter this week there is an activity sheet you might like to complete.
