This week’s theme continues with exploring RHYTHM , PULSE, BODY PERCUSSION and how different sounds can be made.

WARM UP – With an old favourite H.E.L.L.O Try using different voices to lead this activity. Great fun to do with family. Make sure you are keeping the pulse.
LEARN -
Learn about RHYTHM and PULSE with this week’s composer Anna Meredith.
Anna Meredith is a Scottish composer who writes electronic and acoustic music. She likes to work with orchestras, bands and choreographers to create music that uses clapping, stamping, shouting and beatboxing instead of instruments. In this week’s piece ‘Connect it’ (using body percussion only) a variety of rhythmic sounds and movements are passed between performers. This musical effect is known as a canon. A canon is where two or more instruments, voices or sounds play the same music but stating at different times

LISTEN – to the repeated rhythmic patterns and sounds made by people using only their bodies as instruments! A worksheet to accompany this activity is attached.

This week we are continuing to use the transport theme to investigate RHYTHM  and  PULSE. This week we are using the theme of flying. Again we are using a very simple song to help us understand the difference between rhythm and pulse then copy rhythmic patterns.

Night Ferry – Anna Clyne

Anna Clyne is a London-born composer who now lives and works in New York. She composed her first composition when she was only 11 years old! Since then she has gone on to create a whole range of orchestral and chamber pieces as well as concertos, solo and vocal arrangements and has become one of the best-known female composers of the day. When she had settled on the idea of writing a piece of music about crossing a stormy ocean Anna drew a graphic score over 7 large sgeets of paper laying out how she wanted this piece to sound by using swirls and sweeps of dark, angry colours.

Join Graham from the LMT as he invites you to create your own graphic score of this piece. Don’t worry if you’ve not done this before, it’s just an exercise is listening for the different components of the piece of music. Enjoy it.
