Have you ever watched a film or TV programme and considered the music that accompanies it? You’re all very familiar with well known theme tunes such as Star Wars or Harry Potter but have you ever actually thought about who composed that music and why they wrote it the way they did? 
Hans Zimmer is a German composer who has composed for many popular films and TV programmes including Lion King, Madagascar, Kung Fu Panda and Blue Planet 2. Well this week we are to finish our topic of sea related music by using the Blue Planet as a vehicle for exploring that very thing
You are invited to think about the interrelated dimensions of the piece ie. How High/Low (PITCH), Loud/Quiet (DYNAMICS), Speed (TEMPO), How many sounds (TEXTURE), Types of sounds (TEXTURE), and the MOOD (see the attached sheet for you to complete)

Notice the dynamics as the whales leap from the sea then settle beneath. The music alone paints a picture in your head. What do you see?
