Covid-19 Risk Assessment – Mobberley (March 2022 Update)
Current Risks associated with the Virus:
1. Nationally 709 cases per 100k   R Rate in NW between 1.1-1.4      Cheshire East above Nat. 727 cases per 100k (Gov.uk data wk of 14/3/22)
2. National trend of cases is rising in previous 7 days (14/3/22 Gov.uk Data)
3. Regional CE trend of cases is rising in previous 7 days (Gov.uk Data)
Overarching General Guidance for all staff:
1. Any pupil or adult displaying coronavirus symptoms must not attend school 
2. Any pupil identified as unwell should be separated and supervised outdoors (if possible) prior to collection from nearest external gate.

3. Good air flow is essential. Windows/doors should be opened to allow regular circulation of fresh air.

4. CO2 monitors and Air filters should be used in all classrooms.
5. Clean hands more often than usual - wash hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with running water and soap and dry them thoroughly or use alcohol hand rub or sanitiser ensuring that all parts of the hands and wrists are covered

6. Ensure good respiratory hygiene - promote the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach

7. Clean frequently touched surfaces often using standard products, such as detergents and bleach (Minimum twice a day)

Key Differences this term:
1. Pupils will not need to isolate unless they test positive
2. Staff will not need to isolate unless they are positive 

3. Lateral flow testing will not be routinely tracked but pupils / staff should test regularly if they feel unwell / feel compromised
4. The ‘Bubble’ system of class separation stands in reserve should we have an outbreak in a specific class
5. Isolating staff can return after two negative results 24 hours apart or after ten days of isolation
6. The school is following current CE guidance, including that around the wearing of facemasks

· Toilets will be cleaned at the end of each day.

· Tables and contact points must be cleaned regularly.

· Items brought from home should be limited to those essential for studies. 
· Tablets should be wiped regularly and between use. If possible, avoid children sharing tablets. 

· Contact points should be cleaned by cleaner at least once daily, including taps, toilet flushes, toilet seats, table surfaces, door handles, handrails, armrests, light switches etc. Bins must be emptied before they are full and at least once daily.
· Cleaner to wear appropriate gloves.
· Bleach to be used to clean items which cannot be done with soap which then is removed by water into a sink.
· Communication from teacher to cleaner should be left on the whiteboard in the classroom area at the end of each day.

	Discuss with cleaning contractors or staff the additional cleaning requirements and agree additional hours to allow for this

	Procedures for suspected cases of the virus  


	
	· Use outdoor chair/isolation space if symptoms are apparent. 

· Parents to be called and children to be sent home as soon as possible if they develop symptoms and then will need to isolate for 10 days if they test positive.

· All staff who display symptoms should access a test provided by the appropriate health care professional. 

· If a child or staff member tests negative, they can return to their setting and end the self-isolation of their household. 

· Pupils will not need to isolate unless they test positive
· Staff will not need to isolate unless they are positive 
· Test and trace will be the responsibility of the parents of the child infected or the staff member.
	· The government is developing a new national test and trace programme. This will bring together an app, expanded web and phone-based contact tracing, and swab testing for those with potential coronavirus symptoms. This programme will play an important role in helping to minimise the spread of coronavirus in the future. It will also include more traditional methods of contact tracing if a child, young person or parent tests positive. This could include, for example, direct discussion with parents and schools or colleges on recent contacts. The government is recruiting 18,000 contact tracers to support contact tracing and will recruit more if needed. They will play an important part in tracing the contacts of those with coronavirus, including children.
· If anyone becomes unwell with a new, continuous cough or a high temperature in an education or childcare setting, they must be sent home and advised to follow the COVID-19: guidance for households with possible coronavirus infection guidance.
· If a child is awaiting collection, they should be moved, if possible, to a room where they can be isolated behind a closed door, depending on the age of the child and with appropriate adult supervision if required. Ideally, a window should be opened for ventilation. If it is not possible to isolate them, move them to an area which is at least 2 metres away from other people.

	· The use of face coverings is not now required on site unless in close contact for short periods in poorly ventilated areas

· Face coverings can still be worn where staff feel vulnerable or at greater risk, i.e. gate duty 

	· Wearing a face covering or face mask in schools or other education settings is not recommended. Face coverings may be beneficial for short periods indoors where there is a risk of close social contact with people you do not usually meet, for example on public transport or in some shops. This does not apply to schools or other education settings. Schools and other education or childcare settings should therefore not require staff, children and learners to wear face coverings. 

· Changing habits, cleaning and hygiene are effective measures in controlling the spread of the virus. Face coverings (or any form of medical mask where instructed to be used for specific clinical reasons) should not be worn in any circumstance by those who may not be able to handle them as directed (for example, young children, or those with special educational needs or disabilities) as it may inadvertently increase the risk of transmission.

· The majority of staff in education settings will not require PPE beyond what they would normally need for their work. PPE is only needed in a very small number of cases including:

· children, young people and students whose care routinely already involves the use of PPE due to their intimate care needs should continue to receive their care in the same way
